Judges assemble at rear of Court 21A and prepare to file into court in      the order set out in the Bench Plan.
8:59am
The Chief Justice’s Associate enters the courtroom from the Judge’s Lobby and takes up position at the Associate’s bench.

9:00am      2.
Court Officer


On indication from Judges’ Lobby (three loud knocks) and announces:


“SILENCE. ALL STAND AND REMAIN STANDING”

9:00am     3.
Court Officers/ Judges


Court Officers open doors at rear of Court 21A. Judges file in, bow and take their seats. The Chief Justice will then indicate to the Court Officer when formal opening is to commence.


NOTE: JUDGES SHOULD BOW AND BE SEATED BEFORE THE COURT IS OPENED.

4. Court Officer announces:
“ALL PERSONS HAVING BUSINESS BEFORE THE FEDERAL COURT OF AUSTRALIA SITTING IN ADMIRALTY NOW DRAW NIGH, GIVE THEIR ATTENDANCE AND THEY SHALL BE HEARD. (pause) GOD SAVE THE QUEEN.” (pause)
then

“BE SEATED PLEASE.”

5. Chief Justice’s Associate:

On indication from the Chief Justice Announces;

“PRESENTATION OF AN OAR MACE OF ADMIRALTY TO THE FEDERAL COURT OF AUSTRALIA”

6. The Chief Justice invites:
Mr Murray Tobias Q.C., President of the New South Wales Bar Association to address the Court.

“MR TOBIAS, President of the New South Wales Bar Association – 

DO YOU MOVE?”

7. The Chief Justice invites:

Mr Stuart Hetherington, President of the Maritime Law Association of Australia to address the Court.

“MR HETHERINGTON, President of the Maritime Law Association of Australia- 

DO YOU MOVE?”

8. The Chief Justice invites:
Mr Brian Rayment Q.C. to address the Court.
“MR RAYMENT – DO YOU MOVE?”

Mr Rayment announces that he has the honour to present to the Federal Court of Australia an oar mace of Admiralty which has been subscribed to by members of the judiciary and the legal profession of New South Wales, in memory of the late William Caldwell one of Her Majesty’s Counsel for the State of New South Wales and a distinguished member of the Admiralty Bar.
9. The Chief Justice instructs the Marshal in Admiralty to accept the oar mace into the custody of the Court.
 10.
Mr Rayment then passes the oar mace to the Marshal in Admiralty 



who takes it from him.

                11.
The Associate to the Chief Justice removes the stand from the Bar table and places it on the bench to the right of the Chief Justice.

12. The Marshal in Admiralty turns to face the bench, exchanges bows with the judges and places the oar mace on the stand.

13. The Chief Justice responds.

14. The Chief Justice invites Sheppard Jimi to respond.

15. The Chief Justice says:

  “THE COURT WILL NOW ADJOURN”
16. Court Officer moves to open door for Judges to file out.
            17.
Court Officer Announces:


“SILENCE. ALL STAND. (pause)

THIS HONOURABLE COURT NOW STANDS ADJOURNED.”

Marshal in Admiralty rises, shoulders the oar mace, bows to the Chief Justice and moves to the door (immediately to the Chief Justice’s left) and waits for the judges.


NOTE: JUDGES SHOULD NOT RISE UNTIL AGTER THE COURT HAS BEEN CLOSED AND THE MARSHAL IN ADMIRALTY HAS ARRIVES AT THE REAR DOOR TO THE COURT.

Court Officer opens door at rear of Court 21A. Judges rise, exchange bows with the Bar and file out in order on seniority behind the Marshal in Admiralty.

Those present remain standing until the Judges have filed out.
             21.
On exit of judges Court Officer advises guests of morning tea arrangements.
